Furthermore, the retreat discussed how
the believer can have an obedient and surrendered
heart capable of responding to the voice of God
despite all the obstacles that prevent him/her from
saying "Here | am, Lord", the sacrifices it entails and
the results that follow responding to the voice of God.
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As for the spiritual workshops, they discussed various
topics related to the theme, including the topic of “Thy
Will Be Done”, “the guidance of the Holy Spirit”,
“whoever has ears to hear, let him hear”, “the journey of
surrender”, “escaping the voice of God”, and
“confession” as a means of hearing the voice of God.

At the end, Archbishop Athanasius Elia Bahi thanked
the priests for their hard work, especially Father Jack
Hanna and Father Imad Al-Banna, for their valuable
lectures, their love for the youth, and for taking the
trouble to travel. In addition, His Eminence encouraged
and thanked all the youth for their participation and the
youth servants and volunteers for their hard work in
preparing, organizing, and leading this event, as their
efforts resulted in a highly successful spiritual retreat.

1. The Candidate: A candidate must:

1. Be 25 to 70 years old.
Have paid his annual church membership dues or donated an equivalent amount of money for 2023 and 2024,
3. Have been a committed member of the Church for at least three years.

2. The Nomination Process:
The candidate submits his/her application for candidacy by email to the Election Committee comprised of
(alphabetically): Elyas Altawel, Dr. Eyad Maqdassy, Ismail Kanna, Deacon Noel Elias & Suhail Abdulnoor at:

3. The Voters: A voter must:

Be at least 18 years of age

Have paid his annual church membership dues or donated an equivalent amount of money for 2023 or 2024.

Have been a member of the Church for at least one year.

One adult member from each family that has paid the annual dues or donated an equivalent amount can vote in the
board elections.

4. The Voting Process:

1. Each voter must obtain a sealed paper, prepared for the elections by the Election Committee, listing the names of the
candidates alphabetically.

The voter places tick marks next to the name of the candidates he/she is electing. A voter can elect a maximum of 12

candidates.

3. The Committee supervising the elections shall open the ballot box immediately following the end of voting and shall
make sure that the number of ballots corresponds to the number of registered voters. The ballots shall then be sorted
and the names read aloud in front of all the attendees.

4. Forall ballots in which more than 12 names have been marked, excess names starting from the 13th marked name,
shall be ignored.

5. Election results shall be announced immediately after the ballot counting. Candidates obtaining the 12" highest
counts shall be pronounced as the new Church Board. The rest of candidates shall be considered reserve members by
the order of the number of votes obtained. If two or more candidates have equal votes, after the 11" successful
candidate, a lot shall be cast, and the winner shall be the 12" member.

—  Families and individuals who know that their names and addresses have not yet been registered in church records are kindly
requested to register themselves with the Church priest or the board of directors at the earliest opportunity and to pay their
Church dues to obtain the right to participate in the ination and/or election of members of the new Board of Trustees.

- In the circumstance where the number of candidates is less than 13 individuals, the electoral process is canceled, and
il ly, the inations are lled. In this instance, the Archbishop refers to the appointment article according to the
unified boards bylaw. After consultations, he will then select the new board members; some members from the former board
due to their experience, some from those who had been nominated, and others who had not been nominated to encourage them
to serve in the church.
